Myron has coordinated meetings and
provincia championships. He has
been afundraiser and community
lottery board member.

The great thing about Myron isthat he
genuinely cares for the student
athletesin his zones. He works
closely with the schools to ensure

that they register their athletes on
time, that they have the rulebooks

they need and that they receive the
zone banners and trophies they
deserve.

While preparing the nomination for
Myron, we learned that Myron's work
for the ASAA and the North Central
Zoneisjust typical of how he haslived
and worked in general.

Myron has
dedicated himself to the town of
Redwater and its youth. Myron was
the advisor to the Redwater School
student council and worked with
students to prepare activities that
served the greater good. He served as

amentor and arole model,
empowering the students
lucky enough to work with
him to betrue, selfless
leaders.

Myron also worked to help
the students by raising
money for much needed
projects. Heis said to have a gift for
“begging and cgjoling to get money,
volunteer workers and company
donations’ for projects that ranged
from building anew sportsfield to
opening aweight-lifting roomto
erecting aplayground.
