All school sthat
want to beranked must enter their game scoresinto the system, and the ranking committeewill view the gameresults
online. Thegameresultscan no longer befaxed or emailed to therankers. Theranking committee and theranking
timeline can befound online at www.asaa.cal A SA A sports/basketbal .

For those of you who are not familiar with the ExNet ranking system and asareminder to thosewho haveused it
before, following are brief instructionson how to enter your scoresinthe system.

1. Usingyour ExNet ranking system user | D and password (different fromyour onlineregistration password), log on
to the ExNet Basketball Ranking System by clicking on the Enter Basketball Resultslink ontheASAA website's
homepage.

From the RankingsMain Menu page, click on Enter/View Game Result.

Onthenext screen, click on Insert New Game.

On the Game Results screen, enter thegamedetailsasfollows:

a Activity - select your classification (e.g. Basketball 1A Boys)
b. Date- enter the date of the game exactly asindicated in the example (e.g. 21-Jan-2004)
c. Game Type- select from thedrop down list (e.g. tournament)

5. Next, enter theteam details. Your team will appear inthefirst box. Enter your team’s score and indicate whether
you werethe hometeam or the away team. On the bottom part of the screen, enter your opponent’sinformation by
selecting theteam from thedrop down list if your opponent wasan ASAA member school’ssenior team. If you
played in atournament against anon-ASAA member school or against ajunior varsity team froman ASAA member
school, you must type the name of the school in thefreetype box and choose the appropriate classification where
possible. Inthecaseof ASAA member school junior varsity teams, pleaseindicate clearly that it wasthe JV team
you played. Typein your opponent’sscore.

6. Under gamenotesyou cantypeany information that you feel theranking committee should know. Pleasenote:
only oneteam can enter agameresult; however, both teamscan edit the notes section so it isimpor tant
for each team toindicatethe school they arewriting from when they enter anote.

7. Click ontheupdate gameresult bar. You must do thisto savetheinformation. A green success bar will appear if
you have saved theinformation successfully.

From
the RankingsMain Menu page, click on Enter/View Game Result. At thetop of the next screenisadrop down menu
fromwhich you must chooseaclassification (e.g., 4A girls). Onceyou have selected the classified activity, click onthe
view resultsbutton. Youwill then seeascreenthat chronologicaly listsal scoresfor gamesplayed at that level.
