Carded officials will enforce FIBA rules. We hope to start games promptly. Games will be 8 minutes stop time. There will be a 5 minute half time, and a 10 minute warm-up. The warm-up and half time may be changed in order to stay on schedule with the original draw. If at all possible the tournament will run ahead of schedule as long as both teams are ready with an acceptable amount of time for warm up. Our area promotes man to man defense, therefore there shall be no back court zone defense.
This will be an 8 team Oregon draw tournament for both boys and girls. Jr. Basketball Rules– Boys and Girls 
Playing Rules

1. Each game shall consist of  4, 8 minute quarters with a 10 minute 

half time.  1 minute in between each quarter. The half time will be adjusted to keep us on schedule or catch us up as needed.

2.    Game ball: The game ball shall be a JB77 (Ladies' Olympic size 6) leather 



   
       ball.


3.    Over and Back Line:




Over and back line on small courts shall be determined be the 




coaches and referees before the start of the game.
4.     No 24 second clock, however a 10 second warning will be given to keep the game moving



5.    The narrow key will be used.


6.    We shall use three (3) point shots. 

7.    When a team is 20 points ahead, they are not allowed to pick up their man until the center line,  nor are they allowed to use a half court or full court press.  
Clarification:  That is, once the defensive team has gained possession and the ball is out of the key.  For any dead ball situation, players may pick up their check at half court.
8. Only man to man defense will be able to be played during the game. However a full court zone press will be allowed as long as the defending team goes back to man to man once the ball gets over half. Warnings and if need be a technical will be given to the offending team in the event that this rule is not followed.
