Tournament Format:​ The tournament will be played in the classical round robin 

format.  Round robin matches the first two sets will be capped at 27, and no cap on the 

third. There will be no caps in the playoff games.

Ties:​ Where ties occur at the completion of round robin play the following procedure 

will take place, as per ​A.S.A.A guidelines: 

1. The team having the best ratio of won/lost matches, considering matches between the 

tied teams, will be ranked higher; 

2. The team having the best ratio of won/lost games, considering matches played 

between the tied teams, will be ranked higher; 

3. The team having the best ratio of won/lost games, considering matches played of the 

round, will be ranked higher; 

4. The team having the best ratio for/against, considering games between tied teams, 

will be ranked higher; 

5. The team having the best ratio for/against, considering games between tied teams, 

will be ranked higher. 

 

Awards/Trophies: 

 

ALL- Stars -​ At the end of the Consolation/Bronze/Gold medal games each coach will 

choose an all-star from his/her team. 

 

MVP of the Tournament- ​After the ​Gold Medal Match​, an athlete will be selected 

as the MVP of the tournament by the winning coach. Championship, runner-up,and 

third place trophies will be rewarded. T-shirts will also be awarded the championship 

and runner-up teams. 

 

Food Services: ​A concession will be in operation during the tournament 

 

Coaches Room:​ Staff room- Beverages and snacks will be available for coaches and 

supervisors. 

 

Team Responsibilities: 

1. Teams are required to supply their own practice balls. 

2. Change rooms are adjacent to the gyms. Notify athletes to bring a lock if they wish to 

lock their belongings up.
