Discussion: John Paton presented the following highlights:

ASAA Board direction in 2004 to move away form title sponsorship was achieved for 2005/06 with agreement from McDonald’s. McDonald’s has discontinued their sponsorship of MB and BC school athletic associations and has informed the ASAA of the same one month ago. Net loss to the ASAA is $58,850 which creates budgeting problems for 2006/07.
Next casino is slated for fall of 2007. Because casino revenue is reported by the auditor in the year it is received, we have a cyclical up and down of surpluses and deficits. Dwayne Sheehan pointed out that if the budget is approved, it will be a deficit budget. The ASAA has had an average of $50,000 surplus each year for the past three years. The Executive feels we can manage a deficit this year and next given our cyclical surplus/deficit situation. John noted the Executive did not want to raise membership fees to cover the anticipated deficit.

The Executive plans to use a fundraising firm to help raise sponsorship dollars. 

5.0 Business Arising

5.1 Rugby Policy Development
Brent Gough noted that there have been some challenges with the start up of Rugby. 
Grade 9’s is an issue. Initial policy has been modified for this year and grade 9’s will continue to be a topic of discussion during the two-year trial period. 
The two team policy as it relates to rugby has also caused some concern. To allow for the growth of the sport in schools, the ASAA has made allowances for U-16 players to play in the two systems during the two-year trial period for rugby after which this modification will be reviewed.

The forum was excellent and Bruce Brown was an exceptional guest speaker. The ASAA discussed with delegates the plan to develop a handbook that we can put online for Athletic Directors to download and customize for their schools.

6.4.2 CASS

Jim McLellan contacted colleagues to see what they’d like to report and not a lot of issues came up. Jim would like to change the relationship between CASS and ASAA. Jim would like to formalize the relationship and would invite the ASAA to use CASS as an advocacy organization with the ATA, ASBA, Alberta Education etc. Jim will establish an email link on his board’s site for people to send ideas/concerns to him and he will pass them along to ASAA. 

6.4.3 HPEC 

Barb Young talked about the Long Term Athlete Development Plan and about generalists teaching fundamental skills. HPEC has two special projects: Schools Come Alive and Ever Active Schools. SCA works to help schools with the DPA. District representatives for HPEC have also facilitated workshops throughout the province. SCA/EAS worked with ASRPWF to develop materials for Summer Active campaign. 

Grade 10 CPR course will be mandatory this fall. A heart health resource is being developed and will be distributed in draft form in the fall. 
6.4.4 Universities  
Nancy Melnychuk is working with the teacher educator group at the university level to talk about teacher education. 

The University of New Brunswick has a group of varsity athletes working with children in the community. Nancy will be approaching athletes here in Alberta to offer clinics to young kids to generate interest in sports and promote an active lifestyle (similar to NB model).
