AUAA – highlights included: U of A is looking to team up with ASAA/AIAAA courses and offering them as part of graduate degrees in athletic administration; PAC courses are going back to 3 credits and Faculties of Phys Ed and Education are working better together to modify courses back towards a coaching orientation rather than a performance focus; U of A is also seeking governance and approval for AIAAA courses

Alberta Education – highlights included: physical education is being looked at in coordination with well being; reviewing wellness education with direction of how curriculum changes will be implemented; working to have CTS Rec leadership, currently linked with Sport Medicine Council, to include online Athletic Injury Management Course

NOTICE 6
Motion as amended (in bold) to read:

Add new item after first paragraph of policy:

This policy applies to any student who has participated at either Junior Varsity or Senior Varsity level in any ASAA sport before transferring schools. (to be grandfathered in for one year and will become effective for any student athletes who have participated in JV in 2012/13 and transfer after their last ASAA sport of the 2012/13 school year)

NOTICE 7
Motion as amended (in bold) to read:

Addition of new item #3 (move other items down)

3. Online Coach Education

A.  All member schools will be required to have at least one teacher coach or agent of the Board on staff who has completed the Fundamentals of Coaching online course, available at www.asaawecoach.ca, by April 15. Schools not completing this requirement may lose eligibility for participation in ASAA sanctioned activities; this will be at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

NOTICE 8
Motion as amended (in bold) to read:

Addition of new item 3. b (for 2012/13 school year)

B.  At least one team official (head coach, assistant coach or teacher sponsor) in all ASAA sports must have completed the ASAA’s online Concussion course by one month into their respective Season of Play, to be effective September 1, 2012. Schools not completing this requirement may lose eligibility for participation in ASAA sanctioned activities; this will be at the discretion of the Executive Committee.

NOTICE 12
Motion as amended (in bold) to read: 

Addition of new item 3.

3. Standardized key – The standard key that will be used at the ASAA level will be the trapezoid key. The discussion of the new FIBA floor markings that were brought forward in 2010/11 may come back to the ASAA for discussion again, but change will not be considered for at least five (5) years (2016/17 school year). 

NOTICE 24
Motion as amended (in bold) to read: 

Addition in both sections of policy:

In the sport of football, high school students will not be eligible for high school football if they participate in a midget football spring league which does not follow the policies outlined below:

a) No team shall ‘use’ participation in the midget spring league simply as a spring league for a particular high school team

b) Only sixty percent (60%) of a team’s players can be enrolled in one particular high school. For clarity, sixty percent (60%) quota applies to Grade 10 and 11 players from any particular high school and grade 9’s that may be attending a Junior high school, but will be attending that high school as grade 10’s in upcoming season.

*Note: There was a motion to amend to strike b) and c) in the proposed notice which was carried and then a motion was moved to send this notice as amended to committee, which was carried.

Rugby

to be held on the first weekend in June
