6.0 Business arising

6.1 January meeting Action Plan updates

It was moved and seconded to support the ‘AIAAA increase in annual ASAA membership fee’ notice of motion. MOTION CARRIED.

ACTION ITEM: Develop a Notice of Motion at the AGM to tighten the distributed learning policy

ACTION ITEM: Develop a Notice of Motion at the AGM to place in policy that the ‘Opting up deadline cannot be appealed’.

- Appeal efficiency was discussed. It will be mandatory to meet certain criteria prior to appealing to the Executive Appeal Committee once a proposed online appeal process has been implemented.

ACTION ITEM: Develop a Notice of Motion for the AGM that increases the appeal fee to $200, of which $150 will be refunded if appeal is successful.

6.2 NFHS Student Leadership Conference, 2009
It was decided that any spots available over and above the 4 student/2 teacher sports being subsidized by the ASAA can be filled by students/teachers who are prepared to cover their own expenses.

It was moved and seconded to send Michelle to Indianapolis for the NFHS Leadership Conference. MOTION CARRIED

6.3 AD initiatives
The AD Forum is receiving a positive response based on registrations to date – 60% full. Jordan continues to work on the LTC manuals.
ACTION ITEM: Initiate communication with zones about offering LTC 501C at fall zone meetings

6.4 Hosting Survey
It was decided that bids for provincials will follow the same process as currently, but extending the applications for provincials to approximately 18 months or 1 ½ seasons out.

ACTION ITEM: Communicate with the Curling, Cross Country, and Badminton Commissioners about the possibility of hosting these provincials on a rotation.

ACTION ITEM: Inform schools and zones that the 2010 fall championships will be added to the bids at the 2009 AGM, and that for those championships only, the bid deadline will be extended to April 15. All other bids must be in by April 1.
6.5 Strategic Plan
It is in the best interest of the ASAA to increase discussion with school boards and other interested parties

ACTION ITEM: Research dates of principal and superintendent meetings for 2009/10 with a goal to get an ASAA presentation on their meeting agendas.

6.6 Alberta Gaming review

It was moved and seconded to create an organization as suggested by Alberta Gaming to comply to the Alberta Gaming regulations. MOTION CARRIED

ACTION ITEM:  Respond to Alberta Gaming regarding the Bylaw issue

6.7 CSSF meeting report
Discussions at the CSSF meeting included:
- Coaching initiatives and where challenges arise in training and certification.
- Elite athletes and student athletes were addressed under the LTAD/Canadian Sport for Life initiative.

6.8 Sponsorship report: Don Horne
It was moved and seconded to sign for one year with Driving Force. MOTION CARRIED

6.9 50th Anniversary girls basketball update
Michelle reported on progress of this event.
ACTION ITEM:  Ask Don Horne to approach the Red Deer Lodge for some complimentary rooms for 1959/60 guests.

7.1 Appeals/requests:

7.4 Badminton: timeline, trophies & no show Saturday
Various items were discussed.
- The host will have the ability to charge a penalty for those students who do not finish the championship once they have started (i.e. do not show up Saturday without just cause). This is in addition to the no-show policy that the ASAA could charge.

ACTION ITEM: Work with the Badminton Commissioner to develop a Notice of Motion at the AGM to phase team aggregate trophies out.

7.5 Rugby Provincials: location change/schedule change request
It was moved and seconded to allow Pat Forsyth to work with the Rugby Provincial Championship schedule as needed. MOTION CARRIED

7.6 Wrestling policy violation
- A memo was sent out regarding ineligible students who participate in wrestling tournaments. Our commissioner will get out to tournaments to ensure hosts and schools are aware of the issue.
