Online coach education
· AIAAA accreditation – such a program should mean more people take the courses; i.e. accreditation becomes the “call to action”. ASAA could give accreditation, should look at formal recognition of same, and/or work with School Sport Canada for more of a national system of support
· Accreditation program for online coaching – discussion about which courses should be at the different levels; Safety Guidelines should be at the first level in place of AIM course (which should then be at the 2rd level); see if NCCP will buy in with sport specific levels; cost per sport specific course was discussed - $50 
· Research what boards do for PD funds for coaches and see how online coach education program can work within this system 
· Safety Guidelines course – cost was discussed; possibly discuss safety guidelines with major insurers to make this a requirement at board level
ACTION ITEM: John to speak to the major insurers about the online coach education program, with specific reference to Safety Guidelines or other course becoming a board expectation. 
ACTION ITEM: Look into accreditation endorsed by School Sport Canada
ACTION ITEM: Research possible access of PD funds for online coach education; what is available to teachers (via ATA or ATA specialist council, school, school board, etc.)
